Records Are Hard to Beat Anywhere  

             But Refugio  

     Records are meant to be 

broken, and the Refugio 

Bobcat football team has 

proudly broken several re-

cords this year that have 

been around for decades. 

     The Refugio Bobcats 

have earned the title of the 

Most Wins for a 2A Foot-

ball Team .  Refugio has 

631 wins breaking Cam-

eron Yoeõs record of 630 

wins.   

     The state record for 

points scored was set in 

1975 by Big Sandy.  The 

record was 824.  Thirty -six 

years later, the Refugio Bob-

cats broke this record scoring 

855 points during a season.  

The national record is 903.  

     This intrepid 2 -A football 

team has boldly gone where 

very few have gone before.            
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     The off campus lunch policy has been 
an issue that has stirred many here at 
RHS.  It all began on July 2010 when the 
board of trustees voted unanimously to 
close the high schoolôs off campus lunch 
policy citing that the location of the high 
school was the biggest concern.  The de-
cision still stirs those who oppose it; how-
ever, there are always two sides to every 
story. 
 
     
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
      
 
      
     The policy remains controversial for 
most people and not well received.  Mr. 
Gaskins, the schoolôs superintendent, said 
at the board meeting that the decision 
was made due to ñstudent safety,ò and 
ñthe board wanted to be proactiveò in 
their decision.   
 
     
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
       Mr. Deaver, high school principal, 
explains that the policy allows students to 
leave campus under certain circum-
stances.  For example, if you are signed 
out by a parent or guardian, you are al-

lowed to go off campus for lunch.  If you 
are a senior, you are allowed to have an 
off campus lunch.   After a year of follow-
ing this new policy, the cafeteria reports a 
$25,430 gain, something that has not 
been seen in many years.  But most im-
portantly, the safety factor is the most 
viable reason to revoke the off campus 
lunch policy.  The school is located right 
off a busy traffic area, and students have 
to access it to get to local restaurants.  
When driving, there is always a chance of 
crashes. Not only could students get hurt, 
they could hurt others around them too.    
  
      
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
       
 Many students and parents have 
said that freedom seems to have been 
taken away from the students.  Granted 
students want their freedom; freedom to 
be able to go out  on their own and relax 
with friends outside the school environ-
ment.

     It has been over a year since the off -
campus lunch policy has been in affect, 
and students do not seem to be too con-
cerned, and the cafeteria is running more 
efficiently than ever.  Students visit the 
library, enjoy the outdoors, and visit with 
friends and teachers during this time.  
The issues of the past seem to be allevi-
ated.
